Superintendent: 

 

Welcome to the 2018-

2019 school year!  This 

year we welcome the 

incoming Kindergarten 

class, which is the Class 

of 2031!  As we enter 

the year, it is exciting to 

note that our enroll-

ment is up and every 

room in both of our 

buildings is being util-

ized in some form or 

fashion.  At the elemen-

tary we have a total of 

357 students including 

our 20 pre-schoolers.  

At the high school we 

have 311 students in 

grades 7-12.  As a dis-

trict we have 216 open 

enrolled students, which 

is up five students from 

last year.  Overall we 

are up by 19 students 

from the end of last 

year, which is a good 

thing as it shows we 

have gained 14 more 

resident students.  Fi-

nally, the number of 

students who open 

enroll out of our dis-

trict is down by five to 

70 students.  When 

one puts this all to-

gether, it shows that 

we have more stu-

dents enrolled in our 

district and less stu-

dents leaving our dis-

trict.  As you might 

imagine, this is good 

news!  Financially 

these numbers cer-

tainly help our district 

and have put us in a 

good position.  I think 

it shows that not only 

do our district resi-

dents believe in our 

school system, but that 

people outside our 

system are coming to 

experience the good 

things that happen 

here on a daily basis.  

That is a credit to all 

of our staff!  

 

In talking about posi-

tive finances and the 

good things that hap-

pen in our district, I 

would also like to 

mention we will have a 

proposal on the No-

vember ballot to re-

new our income tax 

and move it to a con-

tinuing tax.  You will 

not see a flashy levy 

campaign, but we also 

want to be very trans-

parent and open about 

our finances.  I believe 

we have spent money 

prudently while keep-

ing our buildings and 

grounds in great con-

dition and providing 

our staff and students 

the tools necessary to 

be successful.  Our 

staff does a wonderful 

job and, again, people 

view our district in a 

positive light.  We want 

to keep the positive 

momentum going and 

make people proud to 

be a part of our dis-

trict.  Letõs have a great 

year!

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Greetings from the Treasurer: 

  

As you may know, the Old Fort Local School District is on the November ballot to 

ask for a renewal of our income tax.  I would like to share some information regard-

ing this renewal levy. 

 

On November 6, 2018, the Old Fort Local School District will ask for 

the RENEWAL  of a 1.00% income tax levy on the election ballot.  This levy gener-

ates around $780,000 a year for the Districtõs general fund budget.  This levy will 

NOT cost tax payers any additional money at your current rate of 

pay.  The renewal of this levy will allow the District to continue collecting the same 

amount of money to support the general operating expenses.  This is NOT  a new 

levy. 

  

The 1.00% income tax was initially approved by voters on November 2, 2004 and 

has been renewed twice.  The District has decided to ask that the five year renewal 

levy convert to a continuing levy moving forward. With doing so, the District will be 

able to plan into the future with the assurance of this annual revenue.  This renewal 

income tax levy is a necessity to the Districtõs general fund budget to continue op-

erations that are committed to providing the best education possible, while ensuring 

the effective use and care of public dollars. 

  

Money collected from the renewal levy will continue to go into the general fund 

budget to maintain current levels of staff, benefits, academics, technology, mainte-

nance, and transportation.

Greetings from the Office of the Elementary School Counselor! 

 

The beginning of school is off to a WONDERFUL start! I have had so many pleasant 

interactions with students -- I feel that itõs going to be a great year! Here are a few 

things we will be doing at the elementary: 

 

Classroom Lessons 

I will be offering guidance lessons to all classrooms on a quarterly basis. This quarter, I 

have put together a lesson on social skills and friendship making skills. Kindergarten 

through second grade will be completing a lesson featuring the book The Crayon Box 

that Talked, by Derolf, and discussion of what makes each student special and unique. 

We will also discuss how sometimes people can make fun of us for our differences, 

but if we know we love our differences, otherõs negative thoughts cannot affect us. 

Third and fourth grade will have a discussion on what qualities we look for in friends, 

and will play a game to see how much they have in common with their classmates. 

Fifth and sixth graders will be sitting through a presentation on appropriate and inap-

propriate friendship behaviors and completing an activity that requires them to pro-

vide a sincere compliment to a classmate.  

 

Leader in Me 

You may hear your child talk about Leader in Me or discuss the 7 Habits. If you are 

wondering what they are talking about, I invite you to check out the website https://

www.theleaderinme.org/, or take a look at the book The 7 Habits of Happy Kids, by 

Sean Covey. This is a school-wide measure that the district has implemented to im-

prove leadership skills, the culture in the building, and academics. Throughout the first 

half of this school year, each classroom will spend about two weeks learning each of 

the 7 Habits. If you hear your child say something like òIõm learning to be proactive,ó 

or òIõm putting first things first,ó or that they need to create a òwin-win situationó with 

their brother or sister, invite them to talk about what that means!
